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Young Carers

We are working on an important initiative aimed at identifying and supporting pupils who may be
young carers. A young carer is a child or young person who provides regular care, assistance, or
emotional support to a family member who may have a disability, long-term illness, mental health
condition, or substance misuse issue. While many young people take pride in helping their families,
these responsibilities can sometimes impact their wellbeing, attendance and educational progress. %
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Research indicates that there are approximately 800,000 young carers in the UK, although the true
number may be higher due to underreporting. Studies have also shown that young carers are more
likely to experience challenges in school, including lower academic attainment and increased
absence compared to their peers. Without appropriate support, these pressures can affect both
their learning and emotional health.

In recognition of this, our school has introduced several ways to help identify pupils who may be
young carers:

o Aself-referral system, enabling students to come forward confidentially;

o A staff referral process, where teachers and support staff can raise concerns;

o A student survey, designed to help us better understand the needs within our school
community.

Our aim is to ensure that all young carers receive appropriate support, which may include pastoral
care, academic flexibility, and access to external services where appropriate.

We recognise that families may not always identify their child as a young carer, and some may be
reluctant to come forward, however early identification allows us to provide meaningful support
and ensure that no pupil feels isolated or overwhelmed. If you believe your child may be a young
carer, or if you would like to discuss this further, we warmly encourage you to follow the link below
and fill out a parental referral. All information shared will be handled sensitively and confidentially.
